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Once you have reported a concern to the Lead Child Protection Officer (LCPO), you may find 
the following information a form of support and guidance regarding the process of your case 
and what you can expect.  The BWY Child Protection Policy details exactly how your case 
will be handled; the Quick Guide to Procedures (Appendix A) may help you understand the 
process.  
 

 The case will be treated with a fair and transparent process at all times. 
 

 If the alleged is suspended from their role, it is important to remember this is a neutral 
act; it protects all parties involved in the case. 

 
 The LCPO will be your point of contact for the duration of the case.  If you have any 

queries or concerns you should contact him/her initially. 
 

 You will receive regular communication (telephone calls, emails, letters) regarding 
your case from the LCPO.  You will be updated with the progress of your case at all 
times.
